Depositary Receipts: listing and trading like
original shares.

Companies of Russia & CIS often use Depositary
Receipts (DRs) to list their stocks abroad. One of
the reasons is based on their national law and the
prohibition to bring the original shares out of the

country.

Depositary Receipts are certificates which can be

listed abroad and at the same time allow inter-
national investors to trade and hold shares in
equity of other countries. Initial public offerings,
however, can also base on a DR-programm. In

practice original shares as the underlying of DRs

will be deposited in the national bank of custo-

dian. Depending on the international Market Law
and on targeted investors there are several types

of DR-programs. The most common types are:
